Whatwerwas i
allincusive wotd; now, it is 1
distespectful response, which implies
“T have no interest in what you are
saying” Likewise, the word gaggelhas
lost its intended meaning. T've heard
gospel used in connection with racing,
hunting, building, the making of
movies, and much more, T realize that
gospel means “good news)” but for
centuries, this word had
attachm ent that ran much deeper than
just the sense of genersd good news we
pin on it today Tt represented fegood
news of the personal work of Jesus
Christ, recorded 25 the first four
boolss of the New Testament

The postle Paul summarizes the
gospel in T Cotinthians 15:1-4, which
says: “Moroser, breshren, T decave wnio
Jyou she gaspel which T preached wnio you,
which aiso ye hae received, and wherein ye
stand; By which aisg ye ave saved, ifye kesp

that ye should earnestly contend'for the faith... *  yude 1:3

in memory whas 1 preached wno yow, wniss
e have beliewed in vain. For I delwered wnsa
yow firs of all shat which I s received, how
$has Christ died for o sins awording 3o he
seripinres And #has fe was baried, and
$has he rase again e $hivd day avcording o
she seripres”  Within  this shott
passage, Paul declares some cardinal
truths concerning the biblical gospel
In verse one, the gospel was
“declared” “preached” “received”
and it was the foundation upon which
their faith stood. Verse two tells us
that we are “saved” because of the
£ospel. VerseS three and four describe
the biblical components of the gospel
The first component of the gospel
isthat “Christ died for ovr sins acconding 1o
she seriptures.” Jesus Christ had to be
our saaificial substitution (IT Cor,
5:21; John 1:29,Tsa 531-6) Hehad to
die aconding 0 she Seripswe Jesus could
not have been mutdered on the way
to the cross. He could not have been
hung, shot or stoned and be our
Savior. Tt was prophesied that he
would be audfied (Ps. 2216, Tsa

After he confronts
Pashur and is put in the
stods, Jeremish speales of
quitting on God. He states
in verses 7-8 that he is
weals, pethaps too weak in
his own eyes to endure the
perseastion and modking, which he desaribed as 2
"daily" occurrence But then Jersmizh makes a
profound statement in verse nine “Then T said, T will
not make mention of him, nor spedk any more in his
name. But his word was in mine heart 25 a bumning
fire shut up in my bones, and I was weary with
forbearing and1 could not stay. ”

Jeremiah's flesh wanted to give up in a state of
wealmess, but because God'sword dwelt within him, he
was unable to fight against it. That word burned inside
himn, maldng it impossible for him to fight sgainst its
convicting power. Ultimately, Jeremish grew tired of
fighting ("forbearing") this
buming word within it
and he wis unsble to
contain it (T could not
stay")

Oh how we should strive
to be more like Jeremish
We should be so engrossed
by God's Word that it
consumes our being, o
much so, that we are
unable to remain silent
The mote trouble the
world seems to bring our
way, the more we have to fight against the flesh's desite
to quit doing what God wants us to do. And the only
way to combat the weakness of out flesh is to bury
God's Word bone deep. Then, when theworkd seeks to
mock and persecute us, we can rely on God's Word to
burn its way to the surface, keeping us on fire for Him
to the point we are unable to keep silent sbout i

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Heartily Consistent

"W7ish iy whale heart have I songh thee. O et me not wander from
Sty commandments." Psaims 119:10

One of the hardest things to master in the Christian life is
2 consistent, meaningful devotional life. Many times a
Christian finds himself in one of two extremes. On one
end, he finds it difficult to read his Bible and to pray
consistently. Usually when one struggles to have a regular
devotional time, there is something that is taking its place.
Frequently, sleep is the great thief of time purposed for the
Lord. Tn Provetbs 20'13, the Bible says, "Lovw nof skep, fest
$hast come to pavert; qpen shine gpes, and Show s e sasisfed wish
bread." What a convicting versel Extra slecp does not bring
satisfaction; the Word of God does. Other things and
people also tob our time with God. What is it in your life
that is keeping you from consistently spending time with
God?

On the opposite end, 2 consistent routine in reading God’s
Word can pose 1 danger to the Christian The danger lies
in our motive. Many times, a consistent devotional life
develops into 2 dry that is only performed out of
obligation. Notice what the psalmist says in Psalm 119:10:
"Wish my whole hears have I senght hee.." Flis motive had to

do with his heart being tight with God. Tn verse eleven, he
says "Thy word havel 4id in mine hears, $hat I might nos sin agaings
shee.” The psalmist had 2 desire to be tight with God. He
was afraid that if he were to neglect time with God, he
would swander into sin. This motive is far nobler than the
feeble motives that many of us have. In Joel 2 13, the Bible
says, ".rend your Rears, and not yowr garments, and s snso the
Lard yowr God:" The people to whorm thiswas written were
accustorned to showing an outward form of repentance
God wanted their repentance to be a heart issue, not an
outward show. God is not interested in our heartless duty
When teading God's Word, our motive should be to know
and obey Christ becanse we understand our inability to live
avictorious Christian life on our own.

Whete are you in yout walk with the Lord? Some of us
need to rearrange our lives and routines s that we can
consistently spend time with Christ. Others need to have
their hearts stirred and their motives renewed. Let us all
have the plea of the psalmist, "0 e e nas wander from 9y
commandmenss." May God help us to spend time with Him,
so thatwe can have victory and fellowship in the Christian
life .o
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" ARENTS, Ohlhow much ought you to be
continually devising for the good of your
children! Often devise how to make them
“wise chidren"; how to give them a

desirable education, an education that may render them
desirable; how to render them lovely and polite, and
serviceable in their generation. Often devise how to
enrich their minds with valusble knowledge, how to
instill generous, gracious, and heavenly principles into
their minds; how to restrain and rescue them from the
paths of the destroyer, and fortify them against their
pealiar temptations. There is 2 world of good that you
have to do for them. You are without the natural feelings
of hum anity if you are not in a continual agony to do for
them all the good that ever you can. Tt was no mistake of
an ancient writer to say, "Nature teaches us to love our
children as ourselves."
